Listed below are the final numbers:

Contributions $252.425 $224,361
Spending $252,425 $249,519

As shown, our contributions were well below budget and actual spending.
The shortfall of $25,158 that contributions were below actual spending
means our bank balance took a significant drop last year. Fortunately, we
started 2025 with a healthy account balance and despite the shortfall we
ended the year with an account balance of $160,184.

After experiencing two years of contributions exceeding spending, we need
to understand the sudden shortfall in 2025. The Finance Work Group is
already investigating the numbers to find the reasons and to initiate actions
to turn this negative year around.
